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As construction activity increased in 2016, IGBC consoli-
dated its position with a major increase in membership. IGBC 
was awarded established level status by the World Green 
Building Council in recognition of our leading role in chang-
ing the Irish market. IGBC’s project Build Upon enabled a 
dialogue between  150 key stakeholders to develop Ireland’s 
National Renovation Strategy in addition  to facilitating  new 
partnerships between participants. 

2017 promises to be another ground breaking year for IGBC 
with new projects designed to create transformative change 
in the Irish property and construction market, including one to 
encourage and enable producers and suppliers of construc-
tion products to provide transparent sustainability information 
to users. In addition, IGBC will build on the first Home Per-
formance Index (HPI) certification issued in 2016 to enable 
the Government’s ambitious housing programme to be imple-
mented in a sustainable manner. Finally, at a European level 
we will be working with the European Mortgage Federation 
to develop a green mortgage product that can be used by 
Irish Banks.

We thank you for your support and commitment throughout the year. We look forward to seeing you at the many 
events we will be running over the course of 2017, and to hearing your voice as we continue to campaign to transform 
the Irish construction and property sector into a global leader in quality and sustainability.
